Section 01010 - Summary of Work

GENERAL
DESCRIPTION

Project work scope consists of minor renovation to the existing one-story 16,400 square foot
building. Approximately 19,000 square feet of new construction will be added to the east and south
side of the structure. Ground leve] will include the new main entry lobby, circulation desk, staff
offices and the children services area. Two meeting rooms, toilets, storage facilities, including a
mechanical room will be located on the lower level.

Addition will have exterior masonry walls (matching existing brick), steel columns, beams and
metal deck roofing will be sloped standing-ribbed metal panel construction on both the addition as
well as over the existing single-ply roof. Insulated, translucent skylight panels will be installed at the
main entry. New mechanical condenser and additional electrical service will be required, sprinklers
extended to the new area. Construction will be phased.

CONSTRUCTION

This Project will be constructed under the management and direction of the General Contractor. The
Owner’s designated project representative and the Architect will inspect the work as the
representative of the Owner. The General Contractor will enforce the coordination and scheduling of
the work of contractors for the various packages of the work on the Project.

QUALITY ASSURANCE

Comply with codes, ordinances, rules, regulations, orders and legal requirements of public
authorities which bear on performance of work.

Contractors submitting a bid must meet the requirements as listed under Qualified Contractors in the
Special Conditions.

Hoists & Scaffolds: Furnish necessary scaffolding, platforms and ladders, protected and maintained
according to State Laws and Local Ordinances.

SUBMITTALS

Shop Drawings: Verify at the site, the dimensions for shop-fabricated items. Submit shop drawings
to the Architect/Engineer for his review before fabrication, as called for in the Special Conditions
and Specifications.

b. Do not, under any circumstances, leave any vehicle unattended with motor or engine
running, or with ignition key in place.

c. Parking: Permitted only in areas designated by Owner’s Representative. Parking is
not to interfere with the Library or Library Client operation or access.

5. Do not encumber site with materials or equipment.
6. Assume full responsibility for protection and safekeeping of products stored on premises.
7. Move all stored products or equipment which interferes with operation of the Library.

8. Storage of flammable liquids shall be approved by the District.
