A.  General Contractor provides:

3. Disconnecting, removal and capping of identified utilitics.

4. Backfilling over excavation, and rough grading.

5. Refer to items as indicated on the drawings.

6. Employ Licensed Asbestos and Environmental Consultant for removal of hazardous

material in relation to the demolition work. Specifications and Procedures for Asbestos
Removal by Environmental Protection shall be submitted by this Consultant.

1.4 REGULATORY REQUIREMENTS

A.  Conform to all applicable code for demolition of structures, safety of adjacent structures,
dust control and disposal.

B.  Obtain required permits from authorities.

C.  Notify affected utility companies before starting work and comply with their
requirements.

3.1 PREPARATION
A. Provide, erect and maintain temporary barriers and security devices as required for safety
around the construction area.
B. Protect existing structures and appurtenances which are not to be demolished.
C. Prevent movement or settlement of adjacent structures to remain. Provide bracing and shoring.
D. Mark location of utilities. Call J.U.L.LE. before excavation.
3.2 DEMOLITION REQUIREMENTS
A. Conduct demolition to minimize interference with adjacent structures and occupancies.
B. Cease operation immediately if adjacent structures appear to be in danger. Notify authority
having jurisdiction and the Architect/Engineer. Do not resume operations until directed.
C. Conduct operations with minimum interference to public or private accesses. Maintain egress at
all times.
D. Obtain written permission from adjacent property owners when demolition equipment will
traverse, infringe upon or limit access to their property.
E. Sprinkle Work with water to minimize dust.

A. Disconnect, remove and cap designated utilities within demolition areas.
